Our Guilt, regrets, resentment, grievances, sadness, bitter-

ness, and all forms of non­forgiveness are normally caused by a mindset that is consumed 

with thoughts concerning something that happened or didn't happen in your past. All 

these things take our minds off of what God is doing in our life now. Yesterday is gone 

and tomorrow is not promised, so I must adjust my life to what God is doing here, in the 

now.  

This fact alone is one of the greatest aspects of salvation. God has made it possible 

through His Son Jesus for us to be liberated from our past, still have hope for the future, 

all while keeping us in perfect peace here in the present. If we just can believe Him now 

for our daily bread and trust Him for our future rest, then no weapon formed against us 

now, shall prosper. It is in the now where I must fight the good fight of my higher calling. 

It is in the now that I must first seek Him and His righteousness. It is in the now where I 

must view my problems as His promise and daily be transformed in the mind, and then 

watch what follows.

Back to Basics is no new thing . It is recalling and implement-

ing what is important for a healthy life. "Back to the Basics" 

is reflecting positive values for developing mannerable youth. 

There are a myriad of positive values. I will highlight one -

RESPECT.   Respect is showing first yourself  and God 

respect before it can be shown to others. Respect is being 

patient, considerate, obeying, honoring, having dig-

nity ,and being quiet when others are talking this includes 

your elders, teachers, peers, siblings, parents, guardians, 

family members, and people in authority.    Respect starts 

at home and spills out into the school, church, and commu-

nity. Parents are responsible for respect. Teachers should rein-

force what is taught at home. This includes public and church 

teachers.    Many teenagers blame adults for their actions. 

Some adults blame teenagers for their behavior. Parents and 

teachers must teach teenagers to show respect because this 

will help them in the future ultimately. A teenager 's respect 

will often lead into his or her adult years respecting society. 

Teaching respect does not begin in the youthful years. Teach-

ing respect should begin in the cradle.  When they are born 

they do not know  how to be disrespectful, it is a learned 

behavior. By the time one is a youth he has learned how to be 

respectful or disrespectful.   If youth have been taught to be 

respectful they will appreciate their elders and show respect to 

them-hold the door for them, speak with manners and listen to 

what adults are saying. Teenagers should obey positive rules. 

Teenagers must realize and comprehend that even though 

actions of people and customs are changing , respect for 

adults will never be deleted from the rearing mandate. "Back 

to the Basics" includes a whole community to rear a 

child .   Proverbs 19:18, states:  "Chasten thy son while there 

is hope, and let not thy soul spare his crying". Proverbs 22:16 

states: :"Train up a child in the way he should go: and when 

he grows old , he will not depart from it". A teenager may not 

practice what was taught , but the idea will remain.   "Back to 

Basics": The beginning of acknowledging the need for respect 

is having adults take action by holding them accountable 

for  being disrespectful.
