Stages of Spiritual 

Growth 

 

John spoke about this growth 

produced by the Holy Spirit 

in a believerôs life by illustrating three stages 

of growth: little children, young men, and 

fathers (1John 2:12-14). All believers begin as 

infants. Basically, upon conversation one 

knows that God is their Father, one knows they 

are a child of God. In the second stage of 

growth as a young man, one knows the Word 

of God. They are not a victim of false religion 

and are not deceived by false teaching. Thus, 

they are overcomers and abide in the Word. 

John refers to the final stage of spiritual growth 

as fathers. It is one thing to know to whom you 

belong and another to know what Godôs Word 

says. It is yet another thing to know God. 

Spiritual growth is that process in which the 

Holy Spirit leads the believer from knowing 

that he is a Christian to knowing the word of 

God and finally to knowing God in His 

fullness. The final stage of growth was the aim 

of Paulôs life. ñOne thing I do: forgetting 

what lies behind and reaching forward to 

what lies ahead, I press on toward the goal 

for the prize of the upward call of God in 

Christ Jesusò ( Philippians 3:13-14). 

 As the believer focuses on Godôs 

glory, he is the magnet which pulls the believer 

into spiritual maturity. The one involved in 

spiritual ministry need not worry about the 

breath of his ministry, but the depth of his walk 

with God. As you grow in depth, the Holy 

Spirit will give your ministry breath. Thus it is 

imperative for the believer to know Godôs will 

for his own life. The Holy Spiritôs role includes 

helping him in that great discovery.

1 Corinthians 1:10 NIV 

 

To lead your family effectively, you need to learn how to huddle regularly. The 'huddle' is where a team (a) sets its goals, 

(b) discusses the division of responsibilities, and (c) tackles the issues that determine whether it wins or loses. 

Parent, even though you call the shots from overhead, your family must be taught how to accomplish them on the field. That 

meansé working through thingsé talking through the disagreementsé motivating and appreciating each member. 

Try to listen with an open heart. Don't just hear what your children say, try to understand how they feel. Yes, you're the 

boss, and yes, you can act like the Gestapo and enforce your will if you want to. But sooner or later you'll have trouble, for 

resentment grows when people feel left out. Every member of your team has got to be part of the decision-making process. 

Involve them! Ask God to help you look beyond what you want, to what's best for all of you. 

And don't fall under the spell of instant gratification. What looks good to you today could be taking you off the path to a 

better tomorrow. 

Don't let 'outsiders' into your huddle. Tell them to stay in their own. Too often their opinions are based on hearsay, self-

interest or jealousy. 

Respect the privacy of your team. Build loyalty. Huddle regularly in prayer. When you do that, everybody wins!

We found that parasites comes in 

various forms of addiction, such as drugs, gambling, drinking and pornography. It promises pleasure but will grow like a disease, 

consume more of your time and money. It will steal your loyalty and heart from those who love you. Marriages canôt survive 

where there is a parasite present. If you love your spouse you must destroy any addiction because if you donôt it will destroy you. 

  

ñMarriage Licenseò 

    A marriage license is just "a learner's permit." And the first thing you learn, is that there's no such thing as the perfect 

everything-in-one partner. Even a good relationship is still a work-in-progress. The story of the first marriage is this: God took 

Eve out of Adam's side. They'd been one before - marriage just made them one again. In a good marriage you find the missing 

part of yourself. If you want one, start doing these five things: 

(1) Know yourself. Others can only know you to the extent you know yourself. When you can disclose the real you - incomplete 

and vulnerable - your mate will feel secure enough to do the same. 

(2) Watch for little irritants. What are they? Hurtful remarks, unspoken compliments, and postponed good intentions. 

(3) Be spontaneous. Routine is good, but beware of mindless predictability. A rut is just a grave with both ends kicked out! Keep 

your relationship fresh! 

(4) Be thoughtful. Sometimes we worry more about the feelings of outsiders, than those of our loved ones. Closeness doesn't 

give you a license to be rude. Always be considerate and polite. 

(5) Stop controlling. Manipulation and guilt-tripping don't work. Relationships die when you try to remake somebody. 

Appreciate your partner for who they are, only help if you're asked, and pray for them regularly. Put these five things to work in 

your life today, and see what happens.
