Worship-ñWe will hear. We 

will do!ò 
 Continuing my book study on worship, Dr. 

Tony Evans explained about the expressions of wor-

ship in the invitation to worship consisted of an invi-

tation to sing, move (dance/shout), bow (a whole 

range of emotions), and to be silent (reflection). 

Next, Dr. Evans spoke of Divine Revelation. He stated, ñThe only way you know 

what God wants is when he tells you.ò (Evans, 1997) 

 How do we do this? Godôs Revelation comes from the Word, which is 

His declaration of himself. Three areas of revelation are: Reading the Word, Pro-

claiming the Word, and Responding to the Word. 

 First, reading the Word, gives us the TRUTH of God. Children of God, 

who hear the word of God from the book of God, know that the Word is Truth that 

is being read from the messenger(s). Reading the Word gives us power and under-

standing as we continue to read it daily and ask for understanding. Many people 

never get an understanding because they never get around to reading Godôs Holy 

Word or try to gain an understanding of it. 

ñPaul told Timothy to give careful attention to the public reading of Scripture to 

the congregation in Ephesus (1Tim. 4:13).ò (Evans, 1997) 

Nehemiah describes how the people stood and heard Ezra read the Word in chap-

ter 8; 1-8. Reading the word, commanded the peopleôs attention because of its 

truth and holiness. 

 Second, we have proclaiming, or declaring Godôs Word. This is also 

preaching, in which God speaks to His people. 

ñThe test of any man who gets behind the pulpit is, óIs he true to the Word?ô God 

forbid that I or any other pastor would distort what He has said.ò (Evans, 1997)   

A pastorôs job is to deliver to the people what God says. 

 Third, and finally, there is responding to the Word; to apply and obey 

what was delivered by the messenger from God. How we respond to Godôs Word 

is vital to our health and well-being. In Exodus 24 when the people heard from 

Moses the Word of God, they ñresponded immediately with a pledge of obedience 

verse 3. They responded again in verse 7 by declaring ñWe will be obedient!ò 

When it comes down to it at benediction, God wants to know how our lives are 

going to be different because of our acceptance to His invitation and showed up to 

worship Him. We should All ask ourselves a question after every sermon. We 

should ask, ñWhat am I going to do differently because I was in the presence 

of God and heard His expectations of me?ò (Evans, 1997) 

In conclusion, Godôs Divine Revelation is for His people to Read, Declare, and 

Obey His Word. No response-No discipleship!
