It even goes further than just
being the one who says, "I put the food on the
table." Being a father involves that man using
his Godly influence to instruct, train, and disci-
pline that child in the wisdoms of God that they may have the best chance hu-
manly possible to maximize their potential in fulfilling whatever it is that God has
for their lives. Through love, prayer, patience, and yes stern rebukes and disci-
plines, a father can use his influence to guide his offspring as an example while
God molds and shapes that child into His image.

Children are a gift from God and it is by God's design the man is the overall
responsible one for the daily operations of the family unit. | must point out that
there are no perfect fathers just as there are no perfect parents. Even though a
parent may raise that child in the will of the Lord, doesn't ensure that they will
always follow the right way. At some point each child must choose as we do to
follow the will of God. So please don't feel that you have failed as a parent if
your child doesn't turn out the way you felt they should.

One thing that we can be sure of is that God has given instructions on how
our children should be trained and treated. Fathers must take the lead in
searching the word of God to direct them that in turn we will give the right way
to all those who follow.
