How much time do you actually spend in prayer, study, witnessing, or encour-

aging others?  When was the last time you sacrificed just a little of your time to do 

something meaningful around your church, your community, or even in your own 

home? It could be something as simple as just praying before a meal or studying the 

Sunday school lesson as a family, or anything to represent and strengthen your or some-

one elseôs relationship with Him. 

We often take for granted the goodness of God and we ask for so much but we 

give Him so little. So I challenge you today to ask yourself, ñWhat have I done for Him 

lately?ò Before you seek His hand, seek His heart. Get busy seeking first the will of 

God and strength to walk in His righteousness. Take time to surrender and serve Him.
